Specific Lesson Outcomes for 
the students
  How will I determine if outcomes   have been met
They develop their understanding of how the Australian economy is managed, particularly within the international economic context. They analyse how macroeconomic and microeconomic policies and programs advanced by governments and other institutions affect them and their fellow citizens. 
 Students will commence study on the economic conditions coming out of Europe at the end of WWI.
As a result, they will look at the cost associated with the Treaty of Versailles and how the League of Nations was formed to prevent conflict in Europe.  As Australia was still quite closely aligned with the UK and that the League of Nations was the precursor to the UN, students will look at how and why the two occurred.
Students will answer select questions at the end and do a presentation towards the end of the unit.
They research economic problems and argue the validity or otherwise of their own hypotheses. 


 
 
 

Students will commence study on the economic conditions coming out of Europe at the end of WWI.

As a result, they will look at the cost associated with the Treaty of Versailles.  As Australia was still quite closely aligned with the UK and that the League of Nations was the precursor to the UN, students will look at how and why the Treaty was signed.

	INTRODUCTION (20 minutes)
 Students will start by being introduced to the League of Nations.  They will watch an intro clip and take notes.  From this they will start to see some of the issues and then look into how it was formed.

Students are challenged to think about how what the League of Nations did and why it was formed.  Questions around what the League of Nations did, how it was formed, the role of the Treaty of Versailles, etc., would be asked / be set for students to review.

	PROCEDURE (35 minutes)
 
 
Students steadily work through the worksheet.  The worksheet is designed to get students to research particular elements of the two areas.   In their small groups, students research one particular area of either topic; students may select from the effects on Germany financially or geographically, the indifference of the US or the withdrawal of the British after 15 years.  They will then present to the class for 5-10 minutes in the class after next.
Students will use computers to research and prepare.

Students are challenged to think about how what the League of Nations did and why it was formed.  Questions around what the League of Nations did, how it was formed, the role of the Treaty of Versailles, etc., would be asked / be set for students to review.

By selecting different areas of the two topics, they are able to learn about key sections of the topics and then present through a peer learning model.

	CLOSURE (5 minutes)

The project is seen as a multi class development process.  Thus, the teacher is looking to reaffirm where the students are up to and give direction.  Basic questioning will give confirmation as to student knowledge.
