	PROCEDURE 

 
 Worksheet:  Body Lice (Homework)

· Ask students to get out their Body Lice worksheet which should have been completed for Homework.

· Go through the answers as a class, making sure that students are fully aware of what Body Lice is and how it affected soldiers during WW1

State to the students that today’s lesson will be focusing on trench mouth, influenza and pneumonia.

Check for Prior Knowledge

· Ask students if they know anything about trench mouth, influenza or pneumonia

Video:  The Influenza Pandemic of 1918

· Show students The Influenza Pandemic of 1918 video.  It’s a quick 3 minute YouTube clip briefly describing the outbreak of influenza.  
· After watching, put a column on the board “Factors contributing to influenza spread”

· Get students to contribute in an open class discussion

Worksheet:  Trench Mouth

· Hand out the Trench Mouth Worksheet.

· Go through the sheet as a class, getting students to read out aloud

· Once students have finished reading, give them instructions to complete the activities on the bottom of the page.
· Provide students sufficient time to complete the questions

· Walk around the room helping any students that require assistance.  In addition, ensure that all students are engaged and on task

“Does anyone have an idea about what trench mouth or influenza is?”
