	INTRODUCTION 
 
 Introduce today’s topic along with the Learning Intentions.


 Learning Intentions

· To understand the nurses’ impact on the health and treatment of WW1 soldiers, not only physically but also psychologically

	PROCEDURE 
 
 Inform students that today they will be investigating the crucial role that nurses played in providing heath, support and treatment to soldiers of WW1.

Check for Prior Knowledge

Open Class Discussion:  What do you know about Nurses?

· Ask students what they know about the role of nurses in today’s modern society.
· What are some of their duties?

· Where do they work?

· Then ask students whether or not the role and duties of nurses was different during WW1.  How might it have been different?

Video:  Australians at War, Medics, Nurses, Doctors.  A Tribute to Australian Serving Nurses. First 6 minutes

· Inform students that you will show them a quick video about the nurses during WW1.  Tell them to pay attention and to have a think about vital they were to the morale of the soldiers.
· Ask students questions pertaining to the video
Worksheet:  The role of nurses

· Hand out The Role of Nurses worksheet.  It gives a 1 page description of the duties of the nurses along with some statistics.

· Read through the handout as a class, getting individual students to read

· Once the worksheet has been read, ask students to complete the questions at the bottom of the page.  Before doing so, do a quick brainstorm/mindmap on the board detailing the role of the nurses.
· Once the brainstorm is complete, go through question 1 as a class.

· Tell students they can complete the remaining questions with a partner

· Walk around the classroom helping those that need it.  Ensure that students are engaged and on task
