Do a quick recap on previous lesson to activate their memory and prior knowledge

“Can you remember what we covered in the last lesson?”

“What were the conditions like in the trenches?”

	PROCEDURE 

 

 Check for Prior Knowledge

· Ask students if they can remember any of the health conditions or diseases that were mentioned in the previous lesson (hopefully they remember trench foot, if not inform them of trench foot)

· State that trench foot was just one of the many health problems that soldiers were faced with and that there are many more as a result of the conditions that soldiers were exposed to in the trenches.  

Video:  World War 1 Diseases
· Show students the World War 1 Diseases video.  It’s a YouTube clip that provides an overview of the diseases that many soldiers had to deal with during WW1.

· Once the video is complete ask students questions pertaining to the video.

Inform students that in today’s lesson we will be focusing mainly on trench foot and body lice.

 Worksheet:  Trench Foot

· Hand out the Trench Foot worksheet

· Go through the worksheet as a class, getting individual students to read out aloud

· Once the worksheet has been read completely, go through Question 1 as a class.

· Get students to complete the remaining 2 questions

· As students are working on the questions, walk around the classroom helping those that need it and also ensuring that everyone is on task.

· Once all students have competed the questions go through the answers as a class.

Worksheet:  Body Lice

If there is time remaining introduce students to Body Lice.  

If there is not sufficient time hand out the worksheet and get students to complete it for homework, stating that you will go through it at the start of next lesson.
