	PROCEDURE

Provide students with the assessment criteria and go through it step by step as a class, so they know exactly where the marks are allocated and what they are being assessed on.

Give a quick recap of everything they have covered thus far in order to consolidate their memory.  
 
Ask students if they are clear of what they are to be doing and if there are any questions.

Set the students on task

Walk around the room helping any students that have questions.  This will also ensure that everyone is engaged and on task.
